Web Site Evaluation Criteria 
Authority/Credibility:  (Who owns the Web site and why?)
What is the purpose of the site?  Is the purpose stated? 

Does the url reveal anything about the site?  Is it an educational site (.edu or .ac), a nonprofit site (.org), a government site (.gov), a military site (.mil), a commercial site (.com or .net), a personal page (~). 

Is the site affiliated with an institution or organization? 

Does the author or group that created the site have expertise in this area? 

Is the author’s name and e-mail address included? 

Content:  (Does the Web site contain accurate, reliable, appropriate information?)
Accuracy
Does the author or group affiliation appear to bias the information?  What point of view is presented? 


Does the content appear to be fact or opinion? 

Does the information appear to be accurate?  Can it be verified?  Does the author cite his sources?  Does the site link to other reliable sources? 

Coverage
Does the site have enough detail and depth to meet your research needs? 


Is the content meaningful and useful to you? 

Currency
When was the site last updated? Are the links you followed up to date? 
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
